MEETING CALLED TO ORDER- by Mayor Marti at 7:00 p.m. at the Webster Groves Christian Church.

ROLL CALL- showed that all Board members were present (Alderman Hensley available by phone) except Alderman Graville.

PRESENTATION OF THE JULY VOUCHER The July voucher was reviewed along with financial statements for the month.  By previous vote of the Board in May, the July voucher had been submitted to the accountant for approval.

PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING APPLICATION FOR AND USE OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS FOR 2012:  RESOLUTION 2011-02: A public hearing to discuss the allocation of $20,000 in Community Development Block Grant Funds which will become available after January 1, 2012 was opened by Mayor Marti.  City Administrator LeMoine asked that all members of the public present sign the sign-in sheet and read the Public Hearing Handout which was also distributed to all members of the public present.  The City Adminsitrator reviewed previous meetings in which Jay Wohlschlaeger from SWT explained certain material and architectural barriers to access for the elderly and severely disabled that exist in Loewnau Park and the new Minturn Park property.  The Board expressed their desire to utilize CDBG funds for the removal of these barriers in order to have access from parking areas to the park green spaces and to make the bridge on the Minturn property accessible.  Citizen questions regarding the project were addressed and the Mayor then closed the public hearing. The Board noted that they had previously authorized the City Administrator to complete and the Mayor to sign the 2012 CDBG application seeking funds to remove the barriers discussed by a vote of 4-0.

1. HOLMES AVENUE UPDATE:  Updates were given regarding the turn radius at the library, street lighting and the E. Adams crosswalk.
